COMMISSIONING & PROVING TEST

The contractor or his agent  shall commission the jacks within 30 days from the date of intimation by the consignee  regarding receipt of Jacks.

The jacks  performance shall be demonstrated by the contractor or his agent  after receipt  at consignee’s works by lifting and lowering of 10 BG coaches. A commissioning cum proving test certificate shall be issued jointly by authorised representative of RCF/RBL and manufacturer’s representative.
COMMISSIONING & PROVING TEST

This clause 8.2 of section II is modified and may be read as follows:- "The contractor or his agent  shall commission the jacks within 30  days from the date of receipt of Jacks  on site.

This clause 8.3 of section II is modified and may be read as follows:- "The jacks  performance shall be demonstrated by the contractor or his agent  after receipt  at consignee’s works by lifting and lowering of 10 BG coaches. A commissioning cum proving test certificate shall be issued jointly by authorised representative of RCF/RBL and manufacturer’s representative as per clause 2 (B) of section - I."

WARRANTY

The equipment will be warranted against any manufacturing or design or material defects for 12 months from date of commissioning or 18 months from date of receipt whichever is earlier.  


WARRANTY

This clause 10 of section II is modified and may be read as follows:- 

(a)  Notwithstanding the pre-dispatch inspection  by IRCON's representative, Bidder shall provide complete warranty against any manufacturing defect, design and such other defects for a period of 24 months from the date of commissioning and proving out of M&P. All such defects shall be removed by the Bidder at his own cost within a reasonable period of time as agreed with IRCON representative.  A maximum period of two weeks will be allowed for attending and rectification of faults during the warranty period.

(b) Maximum down time during warranty period will be 2% for on line M&P and 10% for of line M&P calculated on quarterly basis. 

(c) A penalty of 0.5% per week of contract value will be levied for delay in response time for attending and rectification of faults beyond specified time during the warranty period as detailed above at (a).

(d) Maximum penalty to be levied on account of warranty failure will be 5% of the contract value calculated during the whole warranty period and after that if there is any delay on the part of supplier, purchaser shall be entitled for encashment of Performance Bank Guarantee. In such cases the bad performance of the firm during the warranty period, the same shall be recorded and circulated to all Railways. The same should be given due regard in deciding future orders on the firm and when evidence to the contrary is not available the firm’s offer may be even rejected.

All other terms and conditions remain unchanged.
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
